CODE OF CONDUCT FOR CHILDREN, CAP COACHES & PARENTS
Appreciate that you are valued for the role that you have in golf and that

‘Golf Offers Lifelong Friendships’
Sport can play an extremely important part of a child’s life. Golf, like any other sport, plays this part and will have a great bearing in how a child develops both physically and mentally. Our Coaches and leaders will therefore ensure that the young person’s golfing environment is one which is safe and allows them to have fun, learn and develop.

The Player’s Code
You will agree to:

• help create and maintain an environment free of fear and harassment.
• demonstrate fair play and apply golf’s standards both on and off the course.
• understand that you have the right to be treated as an individual.
• respect the advice that you receive that promotes the concept of a balanced attitude.
• treat others as you would wish to be treated yourself.
• respect physical, cultural and racial differences.
• challenge or report if you observe any form of discrimination and prejudice.
• look out for yourself and for the welfare of others.
• speak out if you consider that you or others have been poorly treated.
• report behaviour that appears to fall below the expected standards of the academy.
• be organised and on time.
• tell someone in authority if you are leaving a venue or competition.
• accept that these guidelines are in place for the well-being of all concerned.
• treat organisers and coaches with respect.
• observe instructions or restrictions required by appropriate members of staff.
You should not take part in any irresponsible, abusive, inappropriate or illegal behaviour which includes:

• consuming alcohol or illegal or performance-enhancing drugs or stimulants.
• smoking.
• using foul language.
• publicly using critical or disrespectful descriptions of others.
The Coaches Code


Our County Academy coaches and leaders will:

· Have been openly recruited to ensure the best coaches are appointed

· Have received appropriate training from the PGA (Professional Golfers Association) 
· Be DBS checked and have been screened as part of our child welfare policy.
· Ensure that young people are able to participate in golf without fear of ridicule, harassment or restriction.

· Receive on-going training on all matters appropriate to their development as a junior County coach.
· Respect the right of your child as an individual to learn to play golf in a safe environment.
· Provide appropriate loan equipment wherever possible.
· Encourage your child to be honest and lead a healthy lifestyle.
· Help your child develop their skills monitored by the development tools in place
· Be a positive role model for young people at all times.
Parents Code of Conduct

As the parent of a child involved in golf, you have a very important role to play in your child’s development in the sport. You can help us and your child by following this simple guidance.

As a parent you agree to:

· Ensure your child follows the players’ code of conduct.

· Ensure that your child completes the development diary in between each coaching session.

· Support your child in their development in the game of golf. Encourage but leave the coaching to us.

· Encourage your child to practice outside of the coaching to help them meet their goals outlined in the County Academy Programme (CAP).
· Make sure children arrive and register in and out for their coaching sessions on time.

· Ensure that your contact details on the application form are up to date and that you have signed the parental consent section. (Without this, unfortunately we are unable to accept your child for coaching).
· If you wish to stay on-site at any session you will view the session from a minimum distance of 300 metres or watch from the club-house.
