Open to Gloucestershire students who were under 19 years of age on 31st August 2022 ,and who are still in FULL TIME education (including home educated, provided they are following a course of study below degree level)at any school OR college in the Gloucestershire North area. Only one schools’ championship, under English Schools Golf Association areas, may be entered in the same year by any school and its players. (Gloucestershire Schools also welcomes schools or individuals in full time education from counties with no Schools’ Golf Association)
2.
The school/college must affiliate to the Association. The ANNUAL fee is £18.00 for 2023.
3.
Students MUST have an official handicap and MUST provide their Unique Handicap Number (CDH) number on the entry form, if in possession of one. If not, then a certified handicap certificate MUST be provided. (Players not providing either, prior to the championship, will be unable to play)
4.
Handicap limits for the TEAM and INDIVIDUAL competitions will be for:
Boys - no higher than maximum 28.  Girls - no higher than maximum 36 (a ballot may be made if oversubscribed)
5.
Team to consist of 3 players (max) of boys, or girls, or mixed teams - the 2 best scores will be used to produce the TEAM SCORE. If a team of 3 is not available, then 2 is permitted. Other individual entries can still be made.
6.
No school /college may enter more than 8 players unless they ALL have single figure handicaps. 
7.
Gloucestershire School’s Golf Association is not totally responsible for the safeguarding of students whilst playing in the championships so please ensure that an adult accompanies the players (staff member or parent/carer)

Onward progressions (individual)
· A team of 6 boys and 3 girls will be chosen to represent Gloucestershire in the South- West of England Schools’ Championships (at Downes Crediton Golf Club, Devon on Tuesday 30th May). 
· At Downes Crediton a team of 10 boys and 5 girls will qualify for the English Schools’ National Championships (at The Kendleshire Golf Club, South Gloucestershire on Monday 26th June) with the chance to gain an International Schools’ Cap in matches against Scotland and Wales later in the year.

Onward progressions (Individual Under 16)

· Best gross scoring boy and girl aged under 16, on 31st August 2022, may gain a place in the English Schools’ U16 National Championships (at Coventry Hearsall Golf Club, Staffordshire on Monday 17th July) subject to meeting the maximum handicap criteria – 6.4 boys and 8.4 girls. No automatic qualification for U16 champions. Other Gloucestershire players may also be offered applications subject to meeting the handicap criteria. A ballot will be made if oversubscribed.

Onward Progression (Team)
· Best nett team score will qualify for the National Schools’ Team Championships (at Woodhall Spa Golf Club, Lincolnshire on Wednesday 5th July).
